Cortland Parade

   Troop 54 will participate in the Cortland Street Fair Parade on Saturday, June 28th with a float.  J. Gilmore Design will provide the trailer pulled by restored 1954 Mack truck.  DECORATING the trailer according to this year’s parade theme “A Day At the Zoo” will be done at 10am Saturday (June 28th) morning at the offices of J. Gilmore Design at 3172 Niles-Cortland Road (Rt. 46 just south of Rt. 305).  We need lots of help constructing the float so please turn out to do your share!

PARADE—all members of Troop 54 need to report to the Cortland Church of the Nazarene church where float staging and judging is done.  Scouts need to report to that location by 5pm but be advised that Route 5 closes to incoming traffic at 5pm.  No parking there, just drop off.  CLASS A UNIFORM REQUIRED. There will be a sign-up sheet at Monday’s meeting so we know how much candy to buy!  Those that ride cannot throw candy (the parade people don't want children running out to the moving vehicles).  The rest of the scouts will walk behind and around the float and they can distribute candy.  The parade committee recommends hard candy (not soft) so it is easier for OUR TROOP to clean up the next morning!   Even though the troop is buying some candy, please bring additional candy because there can never be enough candy at this huge parade!
CLEAN UP--Troop 54 will provide clean-up the day after the street fair and parade on Sunday, June 29th at 7am to around 10am. ALL SCOUTS ARE EXPECTED TO PARTICIPATE!  Meet at offices of Davenport & Rohrabaugh DDS at 277 S. High St.  Troop 54 will receive $300. from Lions Club for the clean-up.  Wear Class B uniform (any scouting t-shirt), gloves and trash bags provided. We will be meeting for a FREE breakfast directly after the clean up.

  Jamie Leaver, committee chair, also volunteered to be Troop 54 chaplain to conduct services and help with religious advancements.  He will also lend a friendly ear to the scouts when school and family stresses need to be vented, or when tragedy touches troop members.
  Mr. Furst still encourages that all Troop 54 committee members AND adult volunteers complete Youth Protection Training on-line at scouting.org. Those that have already completed the training in the past need to re-train since Youth Protection Training must be updated yearly.
