How to Prepare for an Farthquake

Earthquakes can be a scary event for most people and recently the events in Haif
‘have taight us all 2 lesson on ust how bad they can be. Thousands of people die each
‘year from them, and the best defense s to have a good offense. If youwant to protect

ousselfin case of a spontaneous earthquake, you have come to the right place!

First off, get to know the area that you are residing in.Is it known for earthquakes?
Check the history of the city you are in. Preparing ahead of fime can actually save
‘yourlife as well as protect you in case of an carthquake. Remember, they can happen
‘anytime without any sort of waming, so always be prepared o protect yourself.

‘There are 2 couple things one can do to plan shead before an earthquake occurs. First,
check for any hazards inside your home. Fasten shelves onto walls, place breakable
items on a lower level, repair any defective wiring, repai any cracked foundations,
‘and seaure your waterheater by bolting it down.

Then, identify a safe zone that you could go to both indoors and outdoors. This can
include Somewhere that has a sturdy fumiture, away from where glass could
shatter, or even against an inside wall. If you go outdoors, stay away from big
‘buildings, trecs, telephone wires, and overpasses.

Another useful thing to do i to educate those around you about earthquakes. You can
confact your local emergency management office or the Philippine Red Cross to help
‘youbetter understand what to o in the case of earthquakes.

Anotter important thing o do is to make sure that you have badup emergency
Supplies and food on hand. A well planned out supply bag should cortain aflashlight
and batteie, radio, frst id it emergency food and water, medicine, and even cash.

An emergency communication plan could definitely help out fanily and friends who
are separated in case of an carthquake. You can develop 2 plan to reunite after 3
disaster occurs. Make sure you have confact mmbers as well so that you could afways
call to make sure everyone is safe and sound.
