For
‘example - If Spritualty is one of your top 5 vakues, then try spending more time
establishing a relationship with God. If Famil is at the top of your lst, then spend
more quality time with your family. If Income/Wealth is important, ther put in what
Youwant out.

Keeping your word is another awesome characteristc of lving a Ife of Integrity. If
you make 3 Fromise to someone, try not to break your promise (this can be very
diffcut when unforeseen circumstances or situations arise). Its understood that we
can'tpredict the future; however, if we make an attempt to keep our promises, they
are usually, 95% of the time, fufled. That grey area of havng to back out of 2
promise is rarebut it happens. The good news is that you will not be looked upon as
2 person who can't keep their promise. The tmes that you kept your word always.
outweighs the few times that you didnt.
