"Now David
had said, "Whoever strikes down a Jebusite first shall be chief and commander

Toab the son of Zeruiah went up first so he became chief "1 Chronicles 11:6 NASB

How did Joab become the leader of Israel's army? Not because he was  fiend of
David or 2 family member. The Bible tells us that he won this honor through his
initiative, perseverance, and boldness.

His opportunity came as Israel looked at the seemingly impregnable city of Jebus
(later renamed "Jerusalem"). For many years, the Jebusites had resisted every at-
tack. When David approached, the Jebusites told him, "You shall not enter here” (v.
5). David would not take "no" for an answer. But the question was, what should he
o to gain the victory?

He looked at his men and offered a significant incentive: He promised leadership
of the army to the first person who would strike down a Jebusite. He was looking
for men whowere brave and bold, who would not be intimidated. He allowed any
‘person in his army to compete for this honor. Joab took the intiative and "went up
first.” 50 "he became chief"

‘The Bible tells us God rewards initiative--peaple who are faithful servants and good
stewards of what they've been given. That's why "the hard-working farmer ought to
e the first to receive his share of the crops" (2 Timothy 2:6). Jesus said we all have
‘been given "talents" that God expects us to invest, andwe're rewarded based on our
faithful investments (Matthery 25:14-30).

Today, think about the example of Toab. Then think about the gifts, talents, and re-
sources God has given to you. Look for opportunities to invest those talents in His
Kingdom and in the lives of others. Don't alow doubt or fear to stifle your faith. Be
bold. Remember: You've been blessed by Godso that you can be a blessing to oth-
ers.

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Know what information to protect to prevent identity theft fraud.
Learning how to stop identity theft can save you a lot of money and
heartache later. Knowing what information has the highest risk level is
an important step. Leam ways to stop identity theft now.

You're mail is your first line of defense in stopping identity theft. Donit
leave your outgoing mail sitting out. This is an easy way for thieves to
steal information. If you are gone for the weekend, have your
neighbor pick up your mail and store it in their house.

Donit throw away your bank statements in your trash. I used to do this
all the time and| realized how much of a risk to identity theft this was.
Anything that has information on it should be shredded or burnt. This
includes credi card statements, atm transactions, canceled or voided
checks, pay stubs, bills, and tax forms.

Avoid email newsletters and product updates. Giving out your email
‘address should be a private matter and once you start getting junk
emails they will never stop. Never login to your accountfrom an email
you got from even something like a bank statement netification from
your bank. It might look real even f it isn't. Open a new browser to
login to your accounts. Go directly to the site to login. & you do login
to the fraud link it will still your user name and password. Then your
identity can bestolen or sold.

Never give out your information over the phone or email about your
social security number, bank account checking number, routing num-
ber, or security codes. These things can and should be faxed or
emailed directly to the company.

To avoid identity theft or fraud make sure to cancel check, debit/
credit cards, or other financial related documents in the event that
they are lost or stolen. Call you bank immediately and report the lost
card or checks. Many banks require transactions to have a holding
period and if the purchase is noted to be a fraudulent activity then the
charge can be reversed or denied. Thus making sure that you doxi't
get charged for the fraud. The bank will however make you change
your checking account number or credit and debit card number to
prevent future fraud. So before you report theft and fraad make sure
that it is indeed an illegal activity that has been committed against
your identity.
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
