Spring then be-
comes a time of waiting--a reminder of the importance of God's eternal calen-
dar.

The Bible calls attention to the significance of seasons. In the very beginning,
we read how God said that the "lights in the expanse of the heavens® were to
be "signs and for seasons and for days and years" (Genesis 1:14). Nature itself
is governed by the seasons, for God "made the moon for the seasons" (Psalm
104:19), and "even the stork in the sky knows her seasons" (Jeremiah 8:7).

‘Seasons also are important for our spiritual lives. If we want God's full bless-
ings, we need to live according to His calendar. The Bible tells us that seasons
are linked to our obedience: If we obey Him, He'll give us "rains in their season,
50 that the land will yield its produce and the trees of the field will bear their
fruit” (Leviticus 26:4). The Bible also tells us that "for everything there is a sea-
0, a time for every activity under heaven...a time to plant and a time to har-
vest” (Ecclesiastes 3:1-2).

Make sure that you're being sensitive to God's calendar. He promised that you
will Reap a Harvest..but first, you must plant Seeds. As you obey Him, He'l
send rain to water the Seeds you've faithfully Sown, and He'l bring you into
*fruitful seasons” of Harvest! Keep planting your Seeds into His Kingdom. Never
give up or lose hope. God has a season of Harvest for you!
