1n our time, we see the impact of this ignorance all around us~in the lives of people
‘who've never read the Bible, who dorit know its promises, or who don't believe it to
be true. But we akso see this in the lives of people who, at one time, were taught
the Word, who might have been raised in a Christian home o attended church in
their youth, but who now focus on the world and have forgotten or no longer
believe the Word.

Like Jesus desaibes in the Parable of the Sower, they had the Word sown in their
hearts, but it was sretched away. Some may have believed at one time, but they
fall away "when affliction or persection arises because of the Word." Others may
have allowed wories and 'the deceiffuiness of wealth [to] choke the
word" (Matthew 13:19-22).

‘These things can happen to any of us if we forget the Word, if we don't fil our
minds and hearts with God's promises, or if we fail to live according to His princi-
ples. Learn from the experience of those living in Josiatis time. know the Word.
Believe the Word. Live by the Word.

Tpray that we will desire to hide God's Word in our heart, that we might not sin
‘against God. I pray that God will give us a hunger for His Word. 1 pray that God
will use us  to impact others for the Gospel.

7. A Ine item for savings s0 you treat a contrbution to your savings account.
Just 35 you would 2 bil you owe.

8. Realistic written goas. Budgeting isn't about tracking your costs, s about
setting financil goals (saving for 2 down payment on 3 house, buying
new car, getting out of debt, saving for retrement, putting your kids
through college, travelng, etc.) and finding ways to meet them. Whout
‘goals, your budget i just 3 pair of handauffs.

9. Identfication of spending pattems you may ot have been aware of when
You werenit tracking your spending.

10. Most importartly, entrust God with your interal motivation and a positive
attitude!
