‘Sign up for online bill paying - You can pay bils even if you arent at home via the Inter-
et You don't have to use the service, but it may come in handy at 2 time when you.
Teast expectit.

‘Save some emergency cash - Financial experts recommend that you save at last three
‘months' worth of financialexpenses. Thats diffult, but every ltfle bit can help. Try to
cut back on a few uanecessary items, such as th tallatte you buy every day. It adds vp,
and you never know when yob may need to accss that emergency cash.

‘Set up a home equity line of credit - Uslike a home equity loan, which provides you with
2 fump sum of cash ight away, a home equity ine of credit provides you with cash that

you can vse alitleat 2 time, and only when you need it. Ifyou don't actually take any.
