There are two basic approaches fo lfe that we can choose as believers. You can choose
to five by faith, or you can choose to five by fear. Although Job was the wealthiest man
in his time, he was very much a pessimist! Job 3:25 “For the thing I greatly feared has
come upon me, and what I dreaded has happened to me.” Do you know anybody like
that? They set themselves up negatively. They focus on what fhey don’t want, not what
they want. Result? They become a victim of a “self-fulfilling prophecy.”

How do we stay positive in every circumstance of our ives? The key is to acknowledge
the goodness of God in all things. There are four things you can do to stay optimistic:

(1)Start your day with faith. Studies have shown that the first 10 minutes of your day ses
the tone for the rest of your day. Psalm 53 says, “My voice You shall hear in the mom-
ing, O LORD; in the moming I will direct it to You, and I will look up.” David begins
his day by acknowledging God's presence in Hislife.

(2)Look for the positive in every situation. Romans $:28 tells us that God specializes in
bringing good out of bad. No matter what situation you are in, you can be optimistic.
‘Thomas Edison was 67 years old when a great fire bumed down his famous laboratory in
New Jersey. The next moming, he walked out among the charred embers and said,
“There is great value n disaster. All our mistakes are bumed up. Thank God we can start
anew.” Remember that things fum out best for people who make the best of the way
things ftum out.

(3)Give your worries to God. In Luke 1222, Jesus gave a strong command, “Do not
worry!” What you focus on in ffe will be magnified. If you focus on a problem, that
problem will be magnified. But if you focus on God and on His promises, you can be an
‘over comer. So instead of womrying, pray and focus on the victory you can have in Christ
Jesus.

(4)Remember your fuure is blessed. You must acknowledge constantly tha your future
is blessed! Jeremiah prophesied to Gods people, “For I know the thoughts that I think.
toward you, says the LORD, thoughts of peace and not of evil to give you  future and a
hope” (fer. 29:11).
