We were having issues with behaviour, manners and noise in the canteen and we are trying a new approach for this block, at least until Christmas. The children eat at the same time, 12.30pm, but they now play after, rather than before, they eat.  The teachers are staying with the pupils in the canteen. We hope to be able to report improvements over the next few weeks and would ask that you support us by speaking with your child about the behaviour they choose when in the canteen. 


Reading Books
We are now in a position to be able to send home reading books on a regular basis with all children. These are McGraw Hill readers which compliment the guided reading books that are used in school to teach your child to read. They will allow your child to have extra practice on their independent reading level and also give you an opportunity to see where your child is at. 
THESE BOOKS MUST BE RETURNED TO SCHOOL. 

A note will be kept of the books that go home with each child and that child will not be permitted another book if the previous one has not been returned. Books that are not returned at all will be liable to a fine of $10 to cover replacement and shipping costs. 
We believe that practice at home with a supportive adult is an essential factor in a child’s progress with reading and we ask that you help your child to learn how to be responsible by encouraging them to return the book to their bags as soon as they have finished reading them.
PLEASE NOTE THAT YEAR 1 CHILDREN DO NOT BEGIN GUIDED READING UNTIL AFTER THEY COMPLETE JOLLY PHONICS – so do not expect books home until after the start of term in January.
