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IB Attitude of the Month…Integrity


Integrity is demonstrated by what you say, do, and believe. 


The first way to demonstrate integrity is through words. Keep your promises and be honest in all you say - doing what you have said you will and being truthful are good ways to model integrity.


The second way to demonstrate integrity is through actions. 


Be consistent. Treat everyone in a fair and equitable manner, and avoid sudden displays of emotion. Don’t be tempted to play “favourites” – it will destroy trust and confidence. Show support and approval for the behaviours you want to encourage and when you have to criticize, do it constructively. Try to turn mistakes into learning opportunities. 


The third way to demonstrate integrity is through your beliefs. What you believe is reflected in what you say and what you do. When your words and actions fail to coincide with what you profess to believe, you lose credibility.
