Making Friends
Central Idea: Working together and making friends are important for our interactions within our world.
Expectations:
At the end of this unit most children will:

· Play constructively together with peers.

· Learn to share and take turns.
· Develop friendship with peers.

Some children will not have made so much progress and will:
· Play alongside each other and take turns.
Some students will have progressed further and will also:

· Identify and develop( with suitable support) the skills required
· Know how to work in a group.
· Be able to take turns.

· Learn to share and take care of equipment and resources.

Summative Assessment task(s) 
· Creating own dramas through play and role play.
· Be able to talk about photos of their activities, locations and/with friends.

· Make Valentine cards and Thank you cards.

· Collage of pictures showing friendly activities.

What do we want to Learn?
· A friend is someone who I like and who likes me.
· My friends are special to me.
· We have friends at school and in the community.
· Our brothers and sisters can be our friends.
· Friends can help us with our work.

· Friends talk and listen to each other.
· A pet can be a friend.
· Friends can be boys/girls, or adults.
Key Concepts:

How might we know what we have learned?
· Brainstorm- Talk about how we can be a good friend to others, and make new friends.
· Checklist to asses behavior and understanding of working/playing together-Name friends and tell why he/she is a friend


Draw pictures of friends doing things together. 

   Assessment:
· Most assessment will be done through observation of children’s behavior noting especially the maturity of their relationships.
· Checklist to show: 
Change of behavior and interaction within class/school.
Change of understanding.

· Children will know and try to follow the school rules.

· Group time discussions.

· Display of children’s work.

· Listen to children’s conversations.

    Group Cooperation: 

         1.   Ask the children if they think people can spin webs like spiders. This question     
   usually stirs up curiosity. Suggest that we should try to spin a web as a group.
          2. Join the group in a circle (sitting down) and show them the yarn.

          3. Explain that I will begin spinning the web by holding the end of the yarn ball 
              tightly in my lap and then pick a friend to toss the remaining ball to and say:

              I pick-------------------to help spin our web.

           4. When--------------catches it, say something kind about him/her. e.g. I like how    

   Mary shares with her friends.

           5. Remind Mary to hold the yarn tightly in her lap, as she picks the next friend to toss      
   the ball of yarn to.
           6. The activity proceeds until all the children have a turn.
This activity can also be played using a ball or a beanbag.
