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JOURNEY TO THE TOURNEY
Midland is making its 12th appearance 
at the final site of the NAIA Women’s 
Volleyball National Championship in 
the last 13 seasons. The Warriors earned 
an at-large bid out of the Great Plains 
Athletic Conference after finishing third in 
the regular season and advancing to the 
postseason semifinals. Midland secured 
its return to Sioux City with a sweep of 
Grand View University (25-20, 25-20, 25-
17) on Nov. 22 in Fremont.
 
THE ‘PAC IS WHERE IT’S AT
The Great Plains Athletic Conference 
continues to be one of the strongest 
volleyball leagues in the NAIA, sending 
four teams to Sioux City: Midland, 
Northwestern, Concordia and Dakota 
Wesleyan. Competition was fierce 
throughout the season, with six teams 
finishing .500 or better. Northwestern 
swept the regular-season and postseason 
titles, Concordia took second in both, 
Midland placed third at 12-4, and Dakota 
Wesleyan finished fourth at 10-6. Dordt 
(10-6) and College of Saint Mary (8-8) 
narrowly missed national bids despite 
strong resumes.

ABOUT THE WARRIORSABOUT THE WARRIORS

IRON SHARPENS IRON
Midland challenged itself with one of the 
toughest nonconference schedules in the 
country, finishing the regular season with 
the NAIA’s top-rated strength of schedule. 
The Warriors played 14 matches against 
ranked or receiving-votes opponents, 
going 6-8, and have already faced eight 
of the 24 teams competing in Sioux City. 
They also battled Viterbo and Bethel, two 
programs that reached the NAIA Opening 
Round this fall.
 
YOUTH MOVEMENT
The Warriors feature a young, dynamic 
roster with 13 underclassmen among 
their 20 postseason players—eight 
freshmen and five sophomores. Leading 
the group are All-GPAC First Team 
standouts Brooklynn Snyder and Abree 
Plueger. Snyder, a two-time first team 
selection, was the 2024 GPAC Freshman 
of the Year, while Plueger was the league’s 
only freshman named to the first team 
and narrowly missed earning Freshman 
of the Year honors herself.
 

GPAC HONOREES
Along with first-teamers Snyder and 
Plueger, Midland placed sophomore 
Lauren Jones and junior Brena Mackling 
on the All-GPAC Second Team. Senior 
Cameran Jansky and junior Claire 
Johnson earned honorable mention 
recognition, with Jansky receiving the 
honor for the second consecutive season.
 
TOURNAMENT SUCCESS
Midland has built a tradition of 
postseason excellence, advancing to 
the NAIA national semifinals four times 
(2016, 2018, 2020, 2022) and reaching 
the championship match in 2020 under 
longtime head coach Paul Giesselmann. 
Giesselmann retired following the 2024 
season, turning leadership over to first-
year head coach Micah Rhodes after his 
two seasons as an assistant.
 
HOMEGROWN TALENT
The Warriors’ roster reflects the strength 
of Midwest volleyball, with 20 of the 
program’s 27 student-athletes hailing 
from Nebraska. The remaining players 
include five from Iowa, one from Kansas 
and one from South Dakota.

HOME COOKING
Midland has been a force at the Wikert 
Event Center, compiling a 65-14 record 
at home since 2020 and going 10-2 at 
home this season. Under Giesselmann, 
the Warriors posted a dominant 137-42 
home record with 30 wins over ranked 
opponents—one of the best marks in 
college volleyball. First-year head coach 
Micah Rhodes built on that legacy this 
season with home wins over York, Grand 
View (twice), Mount Marty, Doane, 
Dakota Wesleyan, Waldorf, the College 
of Saint Mary (twice) and Hastings, 
with only No. 3 Northwestern and No. 4 
Concordia earning wins in Fremont.
 

SIOUX CITY SUCCESS
Midland has historically performed 
well at the final site, advancing out of 
pool play eight times in its 11 previous 
appearances and compiling an 18-10 
(.643) pool-play record. The Warriors have 
won at least one match in bracket play six 
times, with their run to the national title 
match in 2020 marking the program’s 
deepest postseason push.

Micah Rhodes was named head coach of Midland University volleyball in February 

2025 following the retirement of longtime head coach Paul Giesselmann. He originally 

joined the Warriors’ staff ahead of the 2023 season as a volunteer assistant and was 

promoted to full-time assistant after one year.

Tie Break Procedures 
 
The following procedure is to be used only to determine place in pool play and cannot eliminate a 
team from competition: 

1. Overall match record 
2. Percentage of sets won of those played among tied teams (total sets won/total sets played) 
3. Head-to-head competition if 1 & 2 are tied after sets won 
4. Percentage of points won in matches played among tied teams (total points won/total points 

played) 
5. Head to head competition if 1 & 2 are tied after points won 

 
 
Two-Way Ties – A two-way tie cannot exist in a three-team pool play.      
 
 
Three-Way Ties – This is the only possible tie-breaking scenario in a three-team pool.  In this case, 
the tied teams in the pool will play a single set to 25 points (win by 2 points; no cap) to determine 
who the winner of the pool and advance to the semifinals.  The team judged to be superior by the 
procedure listed above will earn the first bye in the pool playoff. The other two teams shall play one 
set to 25 points (win by two points; no cap) and the winner will play the bye team one set to 25 
points (win by two points; no cap) – For a total of two 25-point sets.  Only one team will advance out 
of pool play.
