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3.  How might we know what we have learned?


This column should be used in conjunction with “How best might we learn?”


What are the possible ways of assessing students’ prior knowledge and skills?  What evidence will we look for?


Pre-assessment:  Students will be asked to identify different body parts to assess their prior knowledge. 


Children will draw a picture of themselves which will be compared to later drawings near the end of the unit.


Teacher observation during group discussion.


Draw picture demonstrating something they know how to do.


Timeline of different stages.


Graph of likes and  dislikes


Teacher and students create scrap books about children in different cultures.


What are the possible ways of assessing student learning in the context of the lines of inquiry?  What evidence will we look for?


Students understanding of how their life is similar/different from children in other cultures.

4.  How best might we learn?


What are the learning experiences suggested by the teacher and/or students to encourage the students to engage with the inquiries and address the driving questions?


Teacher provides context for inquiry


Teacher facilitates discussion creating K W L chart for what they know about themselves.


Teacher chooses read-aloud that focuses on characteristics, likes, dislikes, and family


Provide space and a changing array of props and mirrors to enable children to see themselves and watch others.


Provide opportunities for physical play.


Use songs to motivate and introduce new vocabulary and enable children to move and demonstrate their physical capabilities


Have an All About Me bag- students bring in bag with at least 5 objects items that tell about themselves/likes and dislikes.


Now and then mural


Free explore centres to explore different activities 


Play ‘Simon Says’ with emphasis on naming body parts 


Discuss growing, students pose question about how tall they will grow. Teacher will help students measure their height. 


Ask students to suggest ways in which they differ. Help the collect data about themselves, e.g. eye colour, size of feet, hair colour and represent this using models e.g. a brick tower or charts. 


Assemble a collection of photographs of children and adult. Students will suggest ways in which they have change.


Students research information about children in other cultures that are of the same age


What opportunities will occur for transdisciplinary skills development and for the development of the attributes of the learner profile?


Develop an appreciation for the uniqueness of self and others.


Social Skills- Working cooperatively in a group


Research skills- gathering information from variety of sources.


Communication- listening to directions, listening to others, listening to information


Thinking skills- communicating and interpreting learning.
