1.  What is our purpose?


To inquire into the following:


transdisciplinary theme


How we express ourselves :


An inquiry into the ways in which we express feelings, extend our creativity through colours and appreciation of aesthetic through repeated movements.





central idea


We can use colour and pattern to change the way the world looks.





Summative assessment task(s):


What are the possible ways of assessing students’ understanding of the central idea? What evidence, including student-initiated actions, will we look for?


Samples of photographs of patterns the pupils’ take.


Pupils creation on  pattern using three different objects of their choice.


Pupils creation on pattern using three body movements in response to a song.


Pupils responses to why they choose a colour for their room.


Pupils responses to the difference they notice when they a chameleon in the leaves in a bright colour and green.





By the end of this unit, most children will be able to:


Recognize sets of pattern.


Create a pattern using two different objects confidently.


Tell the colour of different objects and whenever possible why a particular colour is best for a certain object.  Eg.  Firetrucks are red because fire is red.


Some will not have made so much progress and will be able to:


Create a pattern using two objects and patterns confidently.


Tell the different colours.





Some will have made more progress and will be able to:


Create pattern using three or more different objects and body movements


Express how the choice of colours can respond to how we see things.

2.  What do we want to learn?

3.  How might we know what we have learned?


This column should be used in conjunction with “How best might we learn?”


What are the possible ways of assessing students’ prior knowledge and skills?  What evidence will we look for?


Samples of pupils’ work and responses.  Pupils take pictures of patterns around them and then try to form a pattern given a set of manipulatives.





What are the possible ways of assessing student learning in the context of the lines of inquiry?  What evidence will we look for?


Photographs from various activities.


Pupils responses to questions.


Individual oral assessment and activities with the teacher.


Written assessment.











4.  How best might we learn?


What are the learning experiences suggested by the teacher and/or students to encourage the students to engage with the inquiries and address the driving questions?


Pupils work in small groups to take pictures of patterns around them.


Pupils form patterns using a variety of manipulatives eg. Chain links, linking cubes, leaves and even self, beads, buttons, emotions and even self (boy, girl or children in diff. houses)


Pupils form patterns by clapping, and a variety of other body movements and put them in rhymes and songs.


Pupils experiment with primary colours to form the secondary colours and other shades.


Pupils experiment with different shades of colours to paint a picture  and compare the finished products.








What opportunities will occur for transdisciplinary skills development and for the development of the attributes of the learner profile?


Thinking skills : Extending their basic knowledge to form patterns beyond three sets of items.


Social skills : Learning to work co-operatively in groups sharing materials and taking turns.


Communication skills : Speaking clearly and express themselves logically.











5.  What resources need to be gathered?


What people, places, audio-visual materials, related literature, music, art, computer software, etc, will be available?


Digital cameras, Crayola CD, crayons, paints, children songs, nursery rhymes, beads, linking cubes, chain links.





How will the classroom environment, local environment, and/or the community be used to facilitate the inquiry?


Fix the ‘jigsaw’ mats in the classroom to form a pattern.  





Key Words – Shades, colour, colour names, primary, secondary, patterns, feelings, emotions, cameras, photographs

6.  To what extent did we achieve our purpose?


Assess the outcome of the inquiry by providing evidence of students’ understanding of the central idea. The reflections of all teachers involved in the planning and teaching of the inquiry should be included.

What was the evidence that connections were made between the central idea and the transdisciplinary theme?











7.  To what extent did we include the elements of the PYP?

demonstrate the learning and application of particular transdisciplinary skills?


develop particular attributes of the learner profile and/or attitudes?

8.  What student-initiated inquiries arose from the learning?


Record a range of student-initiated inquiries and student questions and highlight any that were incorporated into the teaching and learning.








At this point teachers should go back to box 2 “What do we want to learn?” and highlight the teacher questions/provocations that were most effective in driving the inquiries.








What student-initiated actions arose from the learning?


Record student-initiated actions taken by individuals or groups showing their ability to reflect, to choose and to act.
