They know how to ask for help and what action to take in an emergency.

They identify and describe the groups and communities to which they belong and understand that they have different identities. They ask adult visitors about their role and take part in discussion. They understand their responsibilities in keeping themselves and others safe and recognize potential risks in different situations. They know what to do in an emergency.

3.  How might we know what we have learned?


This column should be used in conjunction with “How best might we learn?”


What are the possible ways of assessing students’ prior knowledge and skills?  What evidence will we look for?


Discussions - Ask pupils to think about the jobs different persons do at home, in class, and around the school. Why do these jobs have to be done? What would happen if these jobs were not done? What skills are needed to do these jobs well? When the jobs are done, what effect do they have on other people?

What are the possible ways of assessing student learning in the context of the lines of inquiry?  What evidence will we look for?





Students use a range of pictures illustrating different people at work, e.g. teachers, fireman, a police officer, bus driver, nurses or other professionals. Pupils list the type of duties each person has at work and what skills they need. Pupils match duty cards, workers’ uniforms and tools to pictures of workers. 


Students name adults in the community whom they trust and can go to for help. Students talk about the kind of help they might need in different situations and the reason for choosing which adult to go to for help. 


Students identify ways of caring for a community and tell that this role is carried out by individuals as well as groups of people. Pupils explain that they are a part of the community and that they have responsibilities too, such as keeping themselves and others safe and recognizing potential risks in different situations. 


Students role play activities to show how to ask for help and what action to take in an emergency.


Students identify paid and voluntary workers.  


Presentation to school about police officer and others


Children talk about five ways of helping old people in the community based on interviews with volunteers


Simple risk assessment – children tell others how to be safe in different situations





4.  How best might we learn?


What are the learning experiences suggested by the teacher and/or students to encourage the students to engage with the inquiries and address the driving questions?


Pupils collect materials for a classroom display about people in the community who help us. Use books photographs and posters. Include images of members of the school staff.


Discuss with pupils the role of key individuals in the school and those from outside the school who help e.g. What would happen if these persons were not there? Do they wear special uniforms? If so, why? What are similarities between people’s jobs? Pupils will list the people who they know wear uniforms. 


Visit to the police station, fire station, park, post office, old age home, 


Look at pictures of people at work; Associating certain kinds of tools with workers.  Descriptive work cards


Identify what each pupil would like to be when they become an adult and why.


Link names with the kind of work done with pictures.


Guess who I am. 


What do I want to be when I grow up – Make pictographs of data


Writing questions, poems


Making picture collages of community workers


Encourage parents to take their kid to work one day.


Reporting on the experiences they have.  Reporting how difficult or how easy the job was. Duration of time for work hours.
