












1. What is our purpose?


To inquire into the following:


Transdisciplinary theme: An inquiry into where we are in place and time: An inquiry into orientation in place and time; personal histories; homes and journeys; the discoveries, explorations and migrations of humankind; the relationships between and the interconnectedness of individuals and civilizations, from local and global perspectives. 


Central idea: Countries display national pride through creation and promotion of symbols, flags, signs and holidays that reflect their individual culture. 





Expectations 


       At the end of this unit: 





Most children will be able to recognise the obvious differences between our culture and that of others. (His 2)


They will also be able to describe different aspects of the Cayman Islands, including the national symbols. (Geo 2)





Some children will not have made so much progress and will talk about how and why people record the important features of their community. (Geo 1)


They will also be able to recognise and talk about their community’s history and how it how it relates to their individual culture. (His 1)





Some children will have progressed further and will also observe or handle sources of information to find out how the past is recorded and remembered in different ways. (His 3)


They will also be able to demonstrate knowledge and understanding of how, and why, people express a sense of belonging to particular places and environments. (Geo 3)�
