3.  How might we know what we have learned?


This column should be used in conjunction with “How best might we learn?”


What are the possible ways of assessing students’ prior knowledge and skills?  What evidence will we look for?


Students will complete a KWL chart. Students will engage in a class discussion on imported and exported products.


Students will view videos and presentations showing products about their use/s globally.

4.  How best might we learn?


What are the learning experiences suggested by the teacher and/or students to encourage the students to engage with the inquiries and address the driving questions?


Field Trips to the Seaport, Airport, Warehouse (Progressive Distributors), Foster’s Food Fair – to learn about the origin of goods and to discover how goods are transported and distributed.


Student’s will be grouped to complete a collage of products from different countries and continents.


What opportunities will occur for transdisciplinary skills development and for the development of the attributes of the learner profile?


Transdisciplinary Skills:


Thinking Skills: acquisition of knowledge and facts, vocabulary development.


 Research Skills: observing during the collection of information from the countries/continents.


Communication Skills: writing, notetaking during visits and presentations, recoding information in learning log and notetaking when researching.


Presenting: oral presentations, putting together informational posters on products.


Learner Profile:


Inquirers – asking questions and researching information


Knowledgeable – exploring concepts, ideas and ideas that have local and global significance.


Thinkers – thinking creatively and critically of products form initial stage to end product.


Openmindedness – evaluate and appreciate their own culture, perspectives, value and traditions and that of others.


Communicators – express ideas and information confidently and creatively.





5.  What resources need to be gathered?


What people, places, audio-visual materials, related literature, music, art, computer software, etc, will be available?


Materials to make models of a farm, a factory, a wholesale and a retail store (preferably an international grocery store), a house.


seeds of different plants including apple, a variety of flowering and fruit plants, grow box, watering can, fertilizer
