1. What is our purpose?


To inquire into the following:


Transdisciplinary  theme:  How We Express Ourselves





Central idea:  We all use stories to share ideas, feelings and the things that are important to us.


Expectations 


At the end of this unit


Most children will: Retell in sequence the main events from stories, using drawings, words, simple phrases and sentences. They will also express their opinions and ideas and recognize obvious similarities and differences in stories. 


(History Level 2, Reading Level 2, Religious Education Level 2)


Some children will not have made so much progress and will: Recall stories and identify aspects they like.  They will also find out the answers to simple questions from sources of information.       (History Level 1, Reading Level 1, Religious Education Level 1)


Some children will have progressed further and will also: Observe or handle sources of information to find out how the past is recorded and remembered in different ways.  They will also retell or write about a story using measurements of chronological time; they will also predict what will happen next and suggest alternate endings.   (History Level 3, Religious Education Level 4, English –Speaking & Listening Level 2)


Summative assessment task(s):


What are the possible ways of assessing students’ understanding of the central idea? What evidence, including student-initiated actions, will we look for?


Teacher will keep anecdotal records of students’ progress.


Students will write their own stories and letters.


Students will compile story books.


Students will present to an audience, information from research and interviews with older persons.
