 2. What I Must Teach:

Lines of Inquiry:-

· Where do we live in the world and what makes this region different?(Form/Perspective)

· What is the relationship between the Cayman Islands, Jamaica, and England?(Form/Perspective)

· How do different styles of leadership affect who we are?(Perspective)
· What is Caymanian culture? – dance, food, festivals, religion, traditions.(Perspective)
· How have the countries of origin impacted on this culture? – Identify from maps. (Form/Cause)
· Is Caymanian society today changing Caymanian culture? (Perspective)

	4. How Best Might We Learn? Activities To Promote Learning:

· Ask the children to locate the Caribbean region on a world map and describe its location in relation to regions close by.
· Ask children to locate the Cayman Islands on a map of the Caribbean and describe its location in relation to groups of islands, and islands and land forms that are close by.
· Children will use maps (Caribbean and world), to learn more about some Caribbean countries, bodies of water and continents. 

· Children will discover the characteristics of the Caribbean climate through observation and experience and compare it to North America and England. 

· Ask children to describe in writing and/illustrations, how climate has affected the differences in lifestyle in the Caribbean, and North America and England.

· Children will be given different aspects of Caymanian culture to research and present as a project. e.g. music (dance, songs),  festivals, food & traditions, religion.
· Children will be given the opportunity to learn from a member of the community what the relationship was between the Cayman Islands and Jamaica in the past, and the Cayman Islands and England up to the present time.
· Children will participate in the electoral process to choose a class leader.
