Some students will have progressed further and will be able to apply the descriptors of political leadership to present day life experiences and to draw parallels between the taught code of conduct in religion and civil society.





Some students will not have made as much progress and will be able to talk about democracy and communism and say how Cayman differs from e.g. Cuba. They will understand that religious leaders promote learning within their religious beliefs.

4.  How best might we learn?


What are the learning experiences suggested by the teacher and/or students to encourage the students to engage with the inquiries and address the driving questions?


The students will brainstorm different ways to learn and gather information.


The students will then gather in groups and give outlines of learning classrooms with rules regulations and consequences.


The students will review the characteristics of good citizens


Story and discussion on leadership.


The students will explore the direct democracy model by electing their own class president and officers with specific duties. Define parliamentary democracy.


Story and discussion on authority.


The students will take a field trip to Pedro St James the birth place of Parliamentary democracy in the Cayman and research the present government.


Venn diagram comparisons between democracy and Communism.


Islam - match a fact.


Role play the difference between passing a law in a parliamentary democracy, a representative democracy and a communist state.





What opportunities will occur for transdisciplinary skills development and for the development of the attributes of the learner profile?


Research skills: find out ,from a variety of sources, the similarities and differences between democracy and communism. (Inquirers)


Self-management skills: Working towards completion of projects e.g. Powerpoint presentation (Thinkers; Open-minded; Balanced)


Communication skills: Listening and talking; reading and writing; presentation skills (Communicator)

8.  What student-initiated inquiries arose from the learning?


Record a range of student-initiated inquiries and student questions and highlight any that were incorporated into the teaching and learning.

Is Islam a violent religion?


Does the religion of Islam have rules?

















At this point teachers should go back to box 2 “What do we want to learn?” and highlight the teacher questions/provocations that were most effective in driving the inquiries.











What student-initiated actions arose from the learning?


Record student-initiated actions taken by individuals or groups showing their ability to reflect, to choose and to act.


Class officers and president will ensure that rules are obeyed to create a learning environment.


Students will choose an area that they think needs action and write a letter to a parliamentary member urging that member to take action. eg cleaner beaches making entrance fees to educational sites free.
